Cape Cod Dave Reid

I'm putting my boat away now as went out Monday with Scott Dietrich
and Stan Kaminski to Barnstable to find birds working over bait with
no bass under them! That did it! But how did the season go?

|

I'd say over all it was not a good season on the flats on the north -
Barnstable and Brewster. Why, I'd say manly do to the weather- it
rain a lot during prime time of middle May to July 4th when sight
fishing is at it's best. maybe | should go out in the rain more often
when the wind is down but usually when the rain is around so is the
wind. Don't do so well in winds in the 15 mph and above and | believe
it is because the prime bait sand eels burrow into the sand when the
wind come up as they get tossed around too much and feel
vulnerable to the preying bass. Wonder how others feel about this?

|

Anyway we had few calm sunny days doing that prime time when the
feeding bass are here in numbers. Did do well in the deeper water
sometimes with sinking lines say late May - deeper being 10 to 12 ft
of water on either tide but when the water was up. Best day was
Saturday May 30th in the morning with good tide coming in when
there was low wind and plenty of sun. The bass were pouring in over
the flats in the 30 plus range - hundreds of them, we were wading
using intermediate clear lines with the slow retrieve straight at you - |
found out from Marshall White from New Hampshire who | didn't think



knew anything but he sure showed me! It lasted for about an hour or

so and did we have a ball!

One other day when it was very cloudy, a little rain, wading, Brewster,
on the edge that | caught my best fish 38 blind casting as without the
sun | couldn't see them but sensed they were there. This was with
Gerry Fabiano from New Jersey. He'll remember as he went right out
where | hooked the fish, was playing it, but didn't get another. If he
did I'm sure I'll hear from him!

We found others but no size in July and August when sun is better
but the good ones stay outside then[off the flats]. One day we did
have a feast following the "sand eel raker " at his insisting! That was
an experience! Steve Pickul had a friend from DC on board and the
sand eel guy even invited our guest on board!

| have come to the conclusion that Scott Dietrich has the "best nose'
for finding the fish or is just " lucky or lies a lot" about his fishing. No |
do love having him on board. Had Tiny Lynch, his friend Bill, and
others out with me and find | love having these guys with me because
more hands make it more fun and we find more fish which is the
cutting edge these days! Didn't get Mark out. He says he was working
too much but maybe that was a reflection on me! Or maybe his wife
spoke to him! We'll find out when he surfaces to defend himself.

Well that's about it but do think there are fewer bass around and
sense that it's the commercial guys taking too much of the bait
offshore - menhaden which ends up in the fish oil pills | take every
day!! Cape Cod Dave
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Leaders! Such a simple concept really, just an “invisible” linkage between the fly
line and the actual fishing fly, but one that has nonetheless been made very complicated
by us, we band of flyfishers.

Back in the beginning (try to imagine the theme music from 2001 here), a leader
was perhaps, at the most, a simple, single hair from a horses tail or mane. Well, someone
soon discovered that if you twisted a few hairs together in an engineered way you could
actually taper the leader—and the fly line too when lines were horsehair affairs—but no
matter what you did with horsehair it was opaque. Then, sometime later on, silk-worm
gut was introduced. True, this was an improvement as it was more transparent, but gut
was only available in lengths of between 12 inches and perhaps 18 inches tops and not
the 3 to 4 feet of horse tail! This made for a much more complicated construction of
tapered leaders. Tapered fly lines were also made using this material back when silk held
sway. Then, in the middle of the past century, Nylon was formulated and produced by
Dupont and used for numerous miracle products, with fishing leaders being way down
Dupont’s list I would imagine—certainly a long way down from say, women’s stockings.
Finally true transparency! But now, here in the 21* century, these man-made extruded
fibers have simply taken over in the leader world. Like...is there another kind!?

Today we use both knotted and non-knotted tapered leaders made with that old
standby, Nylon, along with various other manufactured materials, with fluorocarbon
being just one. Plus, we have those braided butt and furled leaders on the market.
However, for some odd reason, I have never as yet even tried a furled leader. 1 am
content to use those braided butt leaders, for various reasons of my own and, seeing no
reason to switch, I keep using them—but I do read plenty about these new-fangled/old-
fangled furled leaders. Their history, by the way, goes waaaayback to the horsehair days
so they certainly aren’t new by any means! And, while they appear to look the same as
braided leaders, they are, indeed, horses of a different color. Yes, a bad pun!

Ya know, for years we were told by the fly-fishing “experts” of yore (and the
Pennsylvania gurus chimed in heavily on this) that we were using leaders with butts that
were way too soft and a hinging effect was the direct result. Casts were often
abbreviated, sloppiness abounded and what we now politely call, pile casts, were the
norm. We were told to do three things to avoid these pitfalls: ONE, use stiffer butt
sections, (read Mason hard type Nylon) TWO, shorten up our mid sections and THREE,
use a softer material to elongate our tippet sections when called for, like Chameleon or
Platyl. And this criteria could—nay, should—be adjusted, adapted and altered
throughout the fishing day according to the depth and speed of the particular water being



fished and just where our prey was stationed in the water column. What this really meant
was tying numerous connecting knots (and this was back when everyone used the blood
knot and not the easier to tie surgeons knot) and clipping & adding tippet and mid-section
material to adjust our leaders. To be truthful, all this really did was lead to momentous,
almost screaming-out-loud frustration while on an otherwise peaceful trout stream.
What a pain in the butt, eh? Yes, yet another bad pun!

However when I discovered braided butt leaders about a dozen or so years ago, I
never looked back. (By the way, the braided butt is the most flexible material I have ever
used for a butt section. So, so much for stiffness, old Pennsylvania experts.) All it took
was a simple loop-to-loop connection between the tippet and braided butt and both your
multiple knot and hard/soft material problem was solved...yes, you could add 4X, 5X,
6X, 7X whatever tippet you wished to the butt section with no chance of knot
slippage...plus you could elongate or abbreviate your leader length by tippet adjustment
ata whim. AhhhhhhElife was good once again.

“But braids will spray water when you cast,” you may say. To that I reply...so
what! A small price indeed to pay for convenience, I’d say. And, if fish are not used to a
little water by now, well, how come? After all, they do live in it. We live in air, does a
little breeze bother us? Nah! However, furled leaders, while looking somewhat similar
to braid, do not spray water I hear. The concept is the same though, a tapered butt section
followed by a level tippet section of 2, 3, 4 feet, whatever. No mid-section is involved
with either but after that they are different. But just how different, I now wonder?

So my first request is to ask if anyone out there in CCTU-land will do a short
article on furled leaders versus braided leaders and send it to
CCTUPREZ@capecodtu.org for publication. Scott! are you listening here? This does
not have to be a “scientific” piece just anecdotal and preferably from some angler who
has used both on stream. Or you might make it a slightly longer article on leaders in
general—knotted and non-knotted included—the “whole ball of wax”...whatever that
means.

My second requestmay sound, at first, a little whimsical but I am semi-serious
here! If you still fish leaders with knots you may have noticed that, on occasion, fish will
rise to the knots on your leaders, be it the tippet connection or any of the other knots in
your knotted leader. I think they see these knots as perhaps midges or tiny BWO’s or
even tricos, stuck in the surface tension. If this is the case why could you not simply tie
on a size 26, 28, 30 or 32 hook with a turle or cinch knot and fish away? No body! No
wings! No tail! No hacklelJust a hook and a knot! Will someone take up the challenge
and try this zany concept along with me? Fishing the knots surface indentation! Small
hooks will float all by themselves on the surface if you are careful. Think about it? An
article on which knot works best for trout...or bass...or pan fish, well you get the idea! If
you are over 21, I beg you, tie the tippet material onto the hook at home as tying 8X or
9X tippet material to a size 32 is not for aging eyes now is it? And, if you do accept the
challenge and actually try any of this, let us at the RollcasT know about your travails,

ELY FISHING TRIVA CORNER :

The following is an “olde timey” British method of dry fly fishing. I include this here
because it shows a method of fishing where the leader is of minimal importance...a
contrarian view so to speak! BLOW-LINE FISHING is an exciting method that involves
a very light but bulky floss line and is sometimes called "dapping". This material (the
floss—and YES! it is most of the time dental floss) blows in the wind with the dry fly
attached by a short length of monol eader. This leader need not be particularly fine or
long because it may never even touch the water. Using a long rod held high the angler
maneuvers the fly to skip and dance along the waves like a live insect while the wind
actually blows the floss line hither and yon with abandon. The fly, at times, is totally out
of the water blowing about on the billowing floss line. The angler tries to aim the fly
toward a trout’s lair and lower the fly toward the surface for a rise. Takes are usually
dramatic splashy affairs as the trout attack the “escaping” prey. A good steady wind and
nerves of steel are required for this most exciting method. English blow-line dapping flies
include the various Daddy-Long-Legs patterns and also bushy dapping flies such as the
Loch Ordy—in this country however, just you try getting a “Loch Ordy” at your favorite
fly shop. And while these English flies are not popular here, an Elk Hair Caddis or
perhaps a Henryville would be a natural (as this method mimics the very “nature” of the
caddis fly upon the water) as well as various “bushy” dry fly patterns such as Wulff’s and
Stimulator’s. Hey!...why not give blow-line fishing a whirl soon, eh?

F'FYIl:  RQ has been attempting to adapt this blow-line fishing method to his fishing up
in the Catskills, with his regular trout tackle—although with a very short line—without
too much success. It is beginning to seem that the obnoxious, bulky, yet light, floss is
truly a necessary evil, he now be thinkin’.

Lefty Kreh has produced another volume on his style of fly-casting.
CASTING WITH LEFTY KREH is illustrated with 100s of color photographs by Jay
Nichols, which are designed to show the point being made in the accompanying text. The
editing, design, and production of the book is of the high standard we have come to
expect of Stackpole Books. There are all of the standard casts and some not so common
illustrated and explained. There is also a section of correcting common casting errors and
another on teaching fly-casting. If you are an avid Lefty fan you will purchase the
book. However if you are looking for assistance in learning to cast or to improve
your casting this may not be the best option. Trying to learn a dynamic activity like
fly-casting from a set of static photographs can be difficult. This is especially true in light
of the many fine DVDs available by such fine fly casting instructors as Doug Swisher,
Joan Wulff, and the late Mel Krieger for about half the price of this book. Overall, a
very well done, but very pricey volume, (about 60 bucks) covering a topic much better
done with DVD. (Hmmmmmb not exactly a rave review, eh? RQ.)
